5. SECRETARY’S REPORT

Mr. Baroody updated the Authority on the department’s activities.
· Mr. Baroody highlighted the economic facts about Stafford County. As of December 31, 2008 the private sector has completed 719,299 square feet of new commercial space in the County.  Another 672,458 square feet is under construction and site plans have been submitted for an additional 2,957,021 square feet of space.  At place employment for the quarter ending June 30, 2008 was 35,290.  The total number of businesses in Stafford is 2,242.  According to the VA Employment Commission, Stafford’s unemployment rate for August 2008 was 4%, and taxable sales in Stafford for the quarter ending September 30, 2008 were $228,593,320 an increase of $4.4 million or 1.9% from the quarter ending September 30, 2007.
